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BACKGROUND.

The first World Flyfishing Championship was held 1881. This championship was held under the
auspices of the International Confederation of Spishing (CIPS), and administered by the Inteovl
Federation of Fresh Water Sport Fishing (FIPS-Efhe annual championships were administered by a
Committee of FIPS-Ed until 1988. In 1989, the Inttional Federation of Sport Fly Fishing
(FIPS-Mouche) was founded in San Marino as an ieddent Federation within CIPS.

The Competition Rules have been drawn up by theid@etial Board and the Technical Commission in
order to ensure consistency in the conduct of FRBehe championships. Rule modifications are
permitted to take account of the laws, regulatignactices and particular needs of the host courfury
such modifications must be circulated to all merapefter approval by the Presidential Board, well i
advance of the relevant event.

If there is any doubt or dispute over any aspeth®Competition Rules, they will be resolved by
interpreting the spirit of the Rules.

ARTICLE 1: INTRODUCTION.

1.1. Sport fishing is angling with rod and line, by amatanglers, for no financial reward.

1.2. Competition sport fishing is angling among compe$if who are observing a standard, approved
set of rules, for no financial reward.

1.3. Competition sport fly fishing is angling with a a@ntional fly rod, fly line, fly reel and artificia
flies among competitors who are observing a stahdapproved set of rules, for no financial
reward.

1.4. Competition sport fly fishing is a doping-free spiororder to promote health, fairness and equality
for all competitors worldwide.

ARTICLE 2: GENERAL INFORMATION.

2.1. Competitions may be organised for competitors thfegisex, competing together or separately.
2.2. Competitions may take place on running or stillavat
2.3. Competitions may be organised for different ageigsoas follows:

(a) Category A- Over 18 at any point during the yeahe competition
(b) Category B- Aged 14-18 at any point during thery#ahe competition - Youth
(c) Category C- To be established - Masters

2.4. These Competition Rules apply equally to all catiegp and to Regional as well as World
Championships, except when otherwise specified imitthese rules or changed in Rule
Modifications (see Article 7.1).

2.5. Each World Championship must include a Conserveymposium.

2.6. For convenience, the words "he" and "his" are ubszlighout this document to include the words
"she" and "her" respectively.

Members of FIPS-Mouche wishing to organise any RVRfsiche championship must present a
written application to the FIPS-Mouche General 8oy at least four months prior to a
FIPS-Mouche General Assembly.

The application must, as a minimum, contain projsosa the following points:

(a) Year, approximate date within the year, venue, ghanship waters and eligible
species.

(b) Justification for the approximate date, venue drahtpionship waters, including
comments on the quality of the fishing.

(c) Fishing styles to be included (e.g. river, dry #ynall stillwater, bank fishing etc)

(d) Duration of the championship

(e) Estimated participation costs for competitors anelsts.

Each FIPS-Mouche championship must be authoriseébdeof?IPS-Mouche General Assembly.

Each FIPS-Mouche championship must have as a mmitie following elements in its title:

sequential number of championship; FIPS-Moucheegmly (if not senior); geographic area
applicable; Flyfishing Championship (e.g. SecondP$Mouche Youth World Flyfishing

Championship).

A member of the FIPS-Mouche Presidential Boarcegpuired to visit the venue and competition
waters preferably one year in advance in ordeetdythat they meet all the necessary conditions
for a FIPS-Mouche championship. The in-countryt€o$ this inspection will be borne by the host
country.

ARTICLE 4: CHAMPIONSHIP PROTOCOL

All FIPS-Mouche authorised championships will bendocted in accordance with the Olympic
ideal.

The flags of the participating countries must lesvfh throughout the championship.

All FIPS-Mouche World Championships (but not neegibg other championships) must have an
opening ceremony with civic participation, at whiat countries must be introduced, a statement
made on the Olympic ideals and a declaration matieeampening of the games.

All FIPS-Mouche World Championships (but not neeei$g other championships) must also have
a closing ceremony, with civic participation, whialfill feature the presentation of the gold, silver
and bronze medals to both the team and individoampions, followed by the declaration of the
close of the games.

The national anthems of the medal winners mustdged during each presentation.

All Members must, when appointed to organise wond, regional competitions, present a
declaration to FIPS-Mouche which shall state tH&S-Mouche Competition Rules and C.I.P.S.
Statutes will be applied.

ARTICLE 5: MEMBER COUNTRY CHAMPIONSHIPS.

ARTICLE 6: ORGANISATION OF CHAMPIONSHIPS.

The host country organisation is responsible ferftilowing:
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(a) Submitting the provisional budget for the eventtloe occasion of the visit of a member
of the Presidential Board (Article 3.5 refers).

(b) Providing to all FIPS-Mouche members, at the tihthe previous championship (but at
latest nine months prior to the event), detailstted proposed venue, championship
waters, dates, eligible species, fishing methodsainother relevant information along
with a formal invitation to participate in the chaionship.

(c) Appointing a suitably qualified and experiencecetnational Organiser to manage the
preparations for, and running of, the championship.

(d) Selecting and training sector judges and cont®leno will uphold the Olympic ideal
of fair and honourable sportsmanship and submitfimgthe approval of the Presidential
Board, a written summary of the arrangements fairtselection, appointment and
training. This document must be submitted three thwrbefore the start of the
championship.

(e) Submission of an up-to-date budget for the eventtht® Presidential Board of
FIPS-Mouche at the time of the first announcementhe participation cost for a
championship.

(f) Submission of full accounts of the event to thes®ential Board of FIPS-Mouche, at
the latest three months after the conclusion dfearpionship.

(g) Development and application of any anti-doping tetgons and testing for the
championship, as required (Article 39 refers).

6.2. The FIPS-Mouche draw and results computer progtaat be used to do the Championship draw

and scoring. It shall be done under supervisiothefFIPS-Mouche Board Member/s, installed and
run on the password-protected computer.

In all championships authorised by FIPS-Mouches¢h€ompetition Rules apply, except when
otherwise specified within these rules or changeldule Maodifications to take account of the laws,
regulations, practices and particular needs ohtis country.

Any changes arising from the application of Artiéld must be included in the Rule Modifications.

A draft of the Rule Modifications must be prepamhating the visit of the Presidential Board
Member (Article 3.5 refers) and finalised withineomonth of the visit for submission to the
Presidential Board.

The Presidential Board must review, modify if calesed necessary and approve the Rule
Modifications ideally not later than seven monthisipto the event.

The General Secretary must send the Rule Modifinatto all members within one month of their
approval by the Presidential Board.

ARTICLE 8 MEDICAL AND INSURANCE COVER.

The beats within sectors must be numbered consebtustarting from the upstream boundary in
running waters. On still waters, the beats mushimabered clockwise. There must be the same
number of beats within each sector as the numbganicipating teams.

It shall be the prime objective of the host courttyyprovide all competitors with equal fishing
opportunities. They shall insure that no competisoeither advantaged or disadvantaged by the
guality of the beat allocated. In any case beafi be a minimum length of two hundred metres on
running water and one hundred metres on still watigteally, each beat will have a minimum
buffer zone of twenty metres on each side. Thec8ele of beats provides conditions for the
controller to maintain continuous visual contacthwihe competitor. The controllers shall be
adequately equipped for this purpose (binocularspber booth or waders, safety equipment if
necessary).

A competitor may only cast or fish his flies withime marked boundaries of his beat and he must
remain within the boundaries of the beat duringvitvle competition session. A competitor may
not fish from, nor use, any form of bridge durinGampetition Session.

If a hooked fish swims into a buffer zone, the cetitpr may play the fish from inside his own
beat and it must also be landed within his befii Hooked fish swims into the adjacent beat, and
the angler in that beat does not object, then tmepetitor may play the fish from inside his own
beat and it must also be landed within his be&thd angler in the adjacent beat does object, the
competitor has a maximum of five minutes to brihg fish out of the adjacent beat, and into either
the buffer zone or his own beat.

There must be the same number of competitors i leaat.

Each competitor has the right to be in commandhef ioat for an equal amount of time. The
decision as to which competitor is initially in corand of the boat will be decided by the toss of a
coin.

The competitor in command of the boat may takéaalical decisions, including: on which seat in
the boat each competitor sits; where the boat shoellpositioned; whether a drogue is used or not.
The Controller may at his discretion override anghsdecision for reasons of safety or of fairness
to the competitor(s) in his or in other boats.

Boats must be launched at least ten minutes b#ferstart of the session to give competitors time
to arrive by the start time of the session at atiposfrom which they will commence fishing.

No boat may approach within fifty metres of anotheat from which a competitor is at the time
fishing, except for reasons of safety or necessity.

Competitors while fishing must be seated on thediseats but may use a cushion of a maximum
depth of ten centimetres (but see Article 10.8).

Netting of fish must be done by the competitorhar €Controller if requested by the competitor.

A competitor may stand only while netting a fishit & he has asked the Controller to net the fish,
the competitor must remain seated.

Rule Modifications must give more detail on how tbbshing will be conducted e.g. drifting or
anchored boats; whether or not a drogue may be tisedrea in which each competitor may cast
his flies; the number of competitors per boat; Wwhetor not fishing may take place while the
controller is rowing; whether or not the competitiarea may wholly or partly be used for Official
Practice; whether competition waters should bedédiinto five sectors or whether they may be
fished by more than one group of competitors astme time; whether boats should be required to
drift with the bows to the left or right.

Each Senior World Championship must provide attl&as different scoring sessions; all other
FIPS- Mouche championships must provide at leasetlscoring sessions. In all championships,
competitors will have the right to fish an equaimier of scoring sessions on each type of fishing.

Each scoring session must comprise at least thwaestof fishing. If, for reasons beyond the
control of the competitor, the scoring session am®uo less than the announced period,
compensatory time must be allowed.

The hours for competition will be set by the hagfamisation.

The host organisation is required to arrange arminm of three hours practice for each type of
fishing in the competition, on similar waters, &ach competitor.

ARTICLE 12: WHO MAY PARTICIPATE.

The names of the members of each team must be coicetbed to the International Organiser, at
least thirty days prior to the event, accompanigdabcertificate from the Member Federation
stating that all team members comply with the comias specified in Article 12.2. Any subsequent
changes to a team must be notified to the InteynatiOrganiser, with an appropriately amended
certificate of eligibility, at registration.

The team member designated as the reserve atatigistmay be substituted for a competitor, who
may be reinstated for a subsequent session inatime group. The team captain must notify the
International Organiser, or his representativearof substitution in writing at latest thirty minate
prior to the start of a competition session. (FN¥&iche form must be used).

The reserve may only be substituted to fish oncéos@n which he has already competed with the
explicit authorisation of the senior representaife-IPS-Mouche present at the championship,
which must be requested and justified by the teaptain at least thirty minutes before the start of
the competition session involved in writing.

If a team does not contain a member who can irgegord translate from and to one of the official
languages, then a translator/interpreter shoulddued by the team, who should accompany the
team captain during competition sessions.

ARTICLE 14: OBLIGATIONSOF COMPETITORS.

Out of courtesy to the host organisation, and aenesponsors, all team registrants are required to
attend all official functions listed in the finaffizial programme.

It is the responsibility of each competitor to tedde appropriate safety measures, including the
wearing of eye protection and life preserving emept.

Each team member, including the captain/actingasapimust wear a visible identification card or
badge throughout every competition session. It rnastupplied by the host organisation.

Each competitor is responsible for checking theueszy of his score card and for confirming this
by signing it at the end of each session.

Each competitor must travel to and from all officevents during the competition by official
transport unless the permission of the senior sgmtative of FIPS-Mouche or the International
Organiser has been obtained.

Any competitor who, during a competition sessioeguests advice (except from his captain)
relating to the fishing or accepts any materiaphalating to the fishing will be disciplined. If
anyone involved with a team, other than its captaommunicates with a competitor during a
competition session, this will be considered aase®f the competitor requesting advice relating to
the fishing.

Each competitor must observe the principles ofWald Anti—-Doping Code and all anti-doping
regulations set up for the Championships.

Competitor is responsible for his equipment as aslfor moving in within the boundaries of the
beat during the entire competition session.

ARTICLE 15: TEAM CAPTAINS.

The team captain is responsible and accountablthéoconduct of team members throughout the
championship.

An acting captain may be appointed by the origoagitain informing the International Organiser
or his representative a minimum of thirty minuteimpto the start of a championship session.

During a championship session, a team captain n@aserfreely in the beats of his team members
but he must not enter the water.

A team captain may enter the beat of a competftanother team only to gain access to the beat of
his own team member and only on condition thatphésence does not disturb the waters or the
activities of a competitor from another team.

During a boat fishing session, the team captaihneil have access to team members.

During a championship session, the team captaithésonly person (other than competition
officials) allowed to communicate in any way withcampetitor. It is the responsibility of team
captains and competition officials to identify thestves to controllers before communicating with
competitors during a competition session.

During a championship session, the team captainmaagive material help to any competitor.

ARTICLE 16: JURY.

ARTICLE 17: DUTIES, RESPONSIBILITIESAND POWERS OF THE JURY.

(b) Receive any formal written protest, accompaniedwiy hundred Eur or equivalent, and
take any appropriate action.

(c) Report any Jury actions to the FIPS-Mouche PretiadBoard.

(a) Warning

(b) Censure

(c) Disallowing all or part of a competitor's catch
(d) Disqualification of a team or individual

ARTICLE 18: SECTOR JUDGES.

18.1. In all competitions, there must be a sector judgesfich of the sectors or groups of competitors.

18.2. The arrangements for ensuring that sector judgesmaowledgeable, competent and conversant
with these Competition Rules, and any Modificasioare to be reviewed and approved by the
FIPS-Mouche Board (Article 6.1 (d) refers). The amigers of a FIPS-Mouche Championships
must ensure that all Sector Judges are able tk gpeglish at a level which will enable them to
discuss rules or rules violations with competitdfsa Sector Judge cannot speak English at this
level, the organisers shall provide a translatar tfee duration of the championship and the
translator shall travel with the Sector Judge am dfficial transport to the sector, stay with him
during every session and be available should tkto6éudge be required to speak during a dispute
hearing.

ARTICLE 19: DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIESOF SECTOR JUDGES.

19.1. Sector judges are responsible for the proper cdrafube competition within their sector or group
of competitors.

19.2. Sector judges are responsible for supervising thming of all controllers in their sector and
accepting only those who are properly qualified.

19.3. Sector judges are responsible for the supervisidheocontrollers to ensure that they are keeping
accurate records and are enforcing the observariceheo Competition Rules and their
Modifications.

19.4. Sector judges are responsible for assisting cdetsoln rule interpretation if there is any doubt
about a possible infraction of the Rules or theeRybdifications.

19.5. Sector judges are responsible for supervisingeberding of suspected infractions of the Rules or
Rule Modifications and reporting them to the Intranal Organiser.

19.6. In the event of a formal protest, the sector juihgelved is required to assist the Jury by gathgerin
information to resolve the protest.



19.7. Sector judges are responsible for ensuring thatemson, other than the team captain, has access to
competitors during competition sessions. All olises should be kept well away so that they do
not interfere or communicate with competitors.

19.8. Sector judges may have other duties assigned to biyethe International Organiser.

ARTICLE 20: CONTROLLERS.

20.1. Controllers will be responsible for no more thamw tvompetitors at any one time.

20.2. Controllers will be responsible for accurately nettog on the competitor's scorecard (FIPS-
Mouche form shall be used) details of each eligifidd, including the length to the nearest
millimetre and the time of capture. All unused jrs of the scoring section of the card must be
crossed out by the controller at the end of theisaes A self-copying paper shall be used, the
original of the scoring card will be given to thec®r Judge and the duplicate will be given to the
competitor.

20.3. Controllers will be responsible for warning compas if any breach of the Competition Rules and
their Modifications appears probable.

20.4. Controllers must record any infraction of the Cotitjp Rules or their Modifications and report
this information to the sector judge or to the Int&tional Organiser.

20.5. Controllers may have other duties assigned to thernime International Organiser or by the sector
judge.

20.6. The host organisation is responsible for recruitingtrollers for members of the host country team
from nationals of other countries.

20.7. The arrangements for ensuring that controllerskapevledgeable, competent and conversant with
these Competition Rules, and any Modifications, tarée reviewed and approved by the FIPS-
Mouche Board (Article 6.1 (d) refers).

20.8. International supervisors shall be provided by ehganisers and approved by the FIPS-Mouche
board, are an integral part of the organisatiortHerduration of the championship. They supervise
the controllers of the host country competitorsimyirbank-fishing sessions. For International
Supervisors invited, all direct costs involved dgrithe championship will be included in the
budget of the championship.

ARTICLE 21: RANDOM DRAW FOR BEATSAND BOATS.

21.1. All beats must be clearly defined before beatsaagigned to competitors and must not be altered
during the competition.

21.2. The beat of each competitor must be determinedhbyRIPS-Mouche random draw computer
program. The random draw is designed to ensuteatiggers from the same team will not fish any
beat in any sector more than once, nor, if matheaibt possible, an adjoining beat.

21.3. The senior representative of FIPS-Mouche must siggeand attest to the accuracy and fairness of
the random draw.

(@) The FIPS-Mouche computer program, on the securepotan shall be used to
determine the beats/boat numbers assigned to eanpetitor. Once checked by the
FIPS-Mouche representative this draw will be loclked secured. At the Captain’s
meeting each Captain shall draw a country numbereach competitor’s letter (A, B, C,
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D and E). A list of competitors’s drawn in each yposhall be given to each Captain
right after this meeting.

(b) The captain of each team will draw a number toctehe team number for the country.

(c) Then each captain will draw a letter, A to E, tsigis each of the team members to a
group, which will then fish together in each se@nd form the basis for placings.

(d) The beat/boat numbers will be announced by theoBehidge or his designated
representative and only after the bus has deptotind sectors.

(e) Other methods of completing the random draw areable if authorised by the senior
representative of FIPS-Mouche.

21.5. The boat for each competitor must be decided byasv,dwhich must minimise the frequency,
ideally to nil, with which competitors from the samountry fish together in the same boat during
the championship.

21.6. The allocation of boatmen to boats must be decaiiddr by a computer-based draw, which must
minimise the frequency, ideally to nil, of the sabwatman acting for the same team during the
championship or by a public draw immediately befiie session.

ARTICLE 22: CARE OF FISH CAUGHT.

22.1. If a competitor wishes a fish to score, he mustilarin a net and pass the fish in the net to the
controller for measurement and recording (Artidde2refers).

22.2. The controller must remove the hook, revive thh fiad release it, taking care not to damage the
fish.

22.3. If a competitor decides that a fish is ineligiblei®undersized, he is not required to net it busm
release it in the water, taking care not to cauaay damage, and ideally without touching it.

22.4. If a controller or any other competition officiadtgtrmines that a competitor has negligently injured
a fish, that fish will not be scored and the competwill be penalised the number of points
attributable to a fish of minimum valid length. &lncident must be reported to the Jury for
consideration of further action.

ARTICLE 23: COMPETITION BOATS.

23.1. Competition boats must be of equal size, desigmictire and power. Boats used during the
championships must be of appropriate stabilitygvaithg for safe fishing and safe change of seats
for changing position of the boat between the cdigesitting at the engine and the controller
who shall operate the engine. Local (national)tgafgulations of the Host Country shall apply.

23.2. The number of occupants in each boat must not exteerated boat capacity.

23.3. Boats must carry life preservers for each occupat a means of attracting attention in case of
emergency.

23.4. When the use of drogues is allowed in the Rule Kigations, the host organisation must provide
identical drogues for each boat. Should a drogut&teor become unserviceable, a competitor’s
drogue may be substituted.

ARTICLE 24: ELIGIBLE FISH.

24.1. Eligible fish species and size limits must be sipetiin the Rule Modifications. For measuring
purposes, the length will be from the tip of thesedo whichever part of the tail is specified ia th
Rule Modifications.

24.2. Only fish hooked in the mouth area, i.e. in frohthe rear edge of the gill cover, will be eligible
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24.3. A fish hooked inside a competition session is bl@gif it is landed not more than ten minutes after
the end of the session.

ARTICLE 25: COMPETITION FLY RODS.

25.1. One conventional fly rod, not more than twelve fete hundred and sixty-six centimetres in
length, may be used at one time.

25.2. Competitors may have spare fly rods with them blservboat fishing, these must not be assembled
nor the reel attached.

25.3. Competitors are responsible for carrying and ptotgdheir own equipment.

ARTICLE 26: COMPETITION FLY LINES.

26.1. Any factory made floating, sinking or sink tip Imenay be used, except for lead core lines.
26.2. Competition fly lines must be a minimum length wenty-two metres.
26.3. Shooting heads are not allowed.

26.4. Neither sinking nor floating devices may be addetitlines.

ARTICLE 27: COMPETITION LEADERS.

27.1. A single monofilament leader may be used, of angtie.

27.2. Leaders may be knotted or knotless, and continydaglered down or level. A single loop may
only be used to connect a leader to a fly line.

27.3. Neither sinking nor floating devices may be addethe leader.

ARTICLE 28: COMPETITION FLIES.

28.1. Competitors may use floating or sinking artifidiés.
28.2. Each fly must be dressed on a single hook, withoit as to size.
28.3. The length of the dressed fly will be at the ditoreof the competitor.

28.4. Weighted flies are permitted, provided the weighhidden within the dressing. A single visible
bead, not more than 4 mm in its maximum dimensi®m@lso permitted. Painting alone does not
constitute dressing.

28.5. A maximum of three flies is permitted which mustt fi@ closer to each other than fifty cm,
measured eye to eye, hanging freely.

28.6. All flies must be attached to the leader in suskiag that neither they nor their droppers move or
slide along the leader material.

28.7. All flies must be dressed on hooks which are basble
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ARTICLE 29: LANDING NETS.

29.1. The material of the landing net must be soft cotionther non-abrasive material and preferably of
knotless construction.

29.2. Landing nets must not exceed forty-eight inchesfomered and twenty-two cms in overall length,
when fully extended.

ARTICLE 30: PROHIBITIONS.

30.1. The following are prohibited:

(a) The fishing of competition sectors by competitarsheir agents during a period of sixty
days prior to the official start of the event.

(b) Any involvement of the International Organiser e tmanagement of the host country
team for a minimum period commencing 60 days betbes championship until its
conclusion.

(c) Lack of sportsmanship towards other competitorganisers or officials.

(d) Any action by competitors, organisers or officiathich would produce fraudulent or
biased results.

(e) The use of still or video cameras to film beats/anthe competitors of other countries
to provide information for a team, during the whGlleampionship.

() The use by a team member of radio or other eleictiaymmunication methods during a
competition session

(g) A competitor, during a competition session, requgsadvice relating to the fishing
from anyone (other than his captain) or acceptirsgenial help relating to the fishing
from anyone.

(h) The use by a team member of a fish/depth finddndwa championship.

(i) Use of any prohibited substance(s) constitutingirdppaccording to the anti-doping
regulations set.

ARTICLE 31: LOST FISH.

31.1. In the event of the loss of a fish by a control@fore measurement, the competitor will be
awarded the average of the points for all valill feken in that sector in that session.

31.2. A fish lost in boat fishing while the controller inetting the fish, at the competitor's request| wil
not be awarded any points

ARTICLE 32: AWARDING OF POINTS.

32.1. For each eligible fish caught, a competitor wilbseone hundred points.

32.2. Competitors will also receive twenty points pertaaetre length of each eligible fish; the recorded
length will be rounded up to the next complete iceatre for scoring purposes.

32.3. The length of a fish which is under the eligibleeswill not be rounded up, so such a fish will not
be scored.

ARTICLE 33: SESSION PLACINGS.

33.1. All competitors will receive a placing in their gno according to the points they obtain on each
sector and for each session of a championship
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33.2. Any competitor who fails to make a valid catch mya&ession will be awarded a placing equal to
the number of competitors in the sector for thassm. The same placing will be awarded to any
competitor who fails to participate for any reason.

33.3. Any competitor who is forced to retire for any reagrom a session of a championship shall have
his catch up to that time included in the results.

33.4. Any incomplete team will be awarded a placing edaahe number of competitors in a sector for
each session for which a team member is absent.

33.5. If there is a tie between competitors in the sametcs and session in the number of points
received, the tie breaker will be the largest numifevalid fish caught. If the tie persists, the
competitors will receive equal placings and the edrately following placing(s) will be blank.

ARTICLE 34: TEAM AND INDIVIDUAL POSITIONS.

34.1. The positions of teams and individuals will be deteed as follows:

(a) Teams: The first position will be awarded to thanh with the lowest cumulative humber of
placings of all its team members, and similarlydthother positions.

(b) Individuals: The first position will be awarded tive individual with the lowest cumulative
number of placings, and similarly for all other piosis

34.2. A reserve who fishes any sector more than oncenwtllbe eligible to be awarded any individual
position within a championship, although his plasiwill be included in the calculation of team
results.

34.3. If there is a tie for positions between teams aiiviiduals, the first tie breaker will be the larges
number of points received, the second will be #rgdst number of valid fish caught, and the third
will be the largest fish.

34.4. If the tie persists, the tied teams or individuai$ be awarded equal positions and the immediately
following position(s) will be blank.

ARTICLE 35: POSTING OF RESULTS.

35.1. The International Organiser must announce, at itls¢ ¢aptains' Meeting, the location for the
posting of results.

35.2. The session results, including individual and tgasitions, must be posted within three hours of
the end of each session.

35.3. The daily and cumulative results for both individuand teams must be posted within three hours
of the end of the last session each day.

35.4. The final results including the individual and tepositions must be posted within three hours of
the close of the final session.

ARTICLE 36: POSTED RESULTSAND OBJECTIONS.

36.1. The results of both sessions of the competitionwidypecome final on the following day at 09:00,
with the exception of the results of the last comipg session, and final results of the
Championship, which will become final 2 hours aftesting.

36.2. The time of posting must be clearly marked on #seilit sheets.

36.3. It is the responsibility of team captains to indpgae posted results.
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36.4. If there are no objections, which are subsequesuistained, within the provisional period, the
posted results will stand.

36.5. It is the responsibility of team captains to notihe senior FIPS-Mouche representative or the
International Organiser of any discrepancy as ssopossible.

36.6. Only those objections made during the provisionatiqu will be considered by the Jury in
rectifying the results. After adjustment, if anigtofficial results must be signed by the senior
FIPS-Mouche representative and the Internationgh@iser and posted.

ARTICLE 37: FORMAL PROTESTS.

37.1. A formal protest may be made by a competition @fjca team or a FIPS-Mouche representative
regarding violations of the Competition Rules, tRele Modifications, or the FIPS-Mouche
Statutes, and unethical or unsportsmanlike conaiuichud.

37.2. A formal protest must be in writing.

37.3. A formal protest must be made to the senior FIPStle representative, or the International
Organiser, within two hours after the official pgogtof the results of the final session on the day
involved.

37.4. A formal protest on behalf of a team must be madthbe team captain or manager.

37.5. A formal protest from a team must be accompaniedalbgeposit of two hundred Euro or its
equivalent. If the protest is upheld, the deposit e returned; otherwise it is forfeited to
FIPS-Mouche funds.

ARTICLE 38: TITLESAND TROPHIES.

38.1. The team awarded the first position will be desigdahe Team World Champion or the Team
Champion if it is not a World Championship.

38.2. The Team World Champion or Team Champion will reeiny trophy so designated.

38.3. The five competitors, reserve, manager and camthithe team awarded first, second and third
positions will receive gold, silver and bronze msdaspectively.

38.4. The individual competitor awarded the first positiwill be designated the Individual World
Champion or the Individual Champion if it is notvorld Championship.

38.5. The Individual World Champion or Individual Champiwill receive any trophy so designated.

38.6. The individual competitors awarded first, second #rird positions will receive gold, silver and
bronze medals respectively.

38.7. There will be no monetary or substantial materiakzgs in any FIPS-Mouche authorised
competition.

ARTICLE 39: ANTI-DOPING REGULATIONS

39.1. Anti-doping regulations and testing will be deveddpand conducted by the Host country of the
Championship, in line with the Word Anti-Doping Godet up by the World Anti-Doping Agency
(WADA), according to the laws, regulations, prifegpand practices adopted by the National Sport
Authorities and the National Olympic Committee.

39.2. All anti — doping regulations, if applicable, witle included in the Rule Modifications for that
championship (Article 7 refers)
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39.3. All anti-doping testing, if applicable, must be f&d from the resources outside of the
championships budget.

ARTICLE 40: LANGUAGE OF THE ORIGINAL TEXT.

40.1. The language of the original text of these rulesriglish.
40.2. The Competition Rules must be available in allcidfi languages.

40.3. Any clarifications or misunderstandings are to ésoitved by reference to the original text.

ARTICLE 41: STATEMENT OF APPROVAL.

41.1. The original FIPS-Mouche Competition Rules wererappd at the time of the founding of
FIPS-Mouche as part of C.I.P.S in San Marino in9188d have been subsequently modified and
approved by the FIPS-Mouche General Assembly, lsife:
